Part-Time Government Senator
Senator Job Description and Responsibilities 
A Senator is a representative of the club who attends all Student senate and Student Forum meetings.  The Student Senate is the government for full-time students and the Student Forum is the government for part-time students.  As an ABG Senator, you are responsible for attending Student Senate meetings.  The Senator represents ABG at those meetings and will have the opportunity to bring up any concerns or questions on behalf of ABG.  The Senator also gains the opportunity to interact with other Club Senators along with the Student Senate and Forum, as well as to learn how the government is structured and how issues are dealt with and decisions carried out.  An ABG senator is required to take notes on the main subject points discussed and report information to the President and other officers of the club.  


* If the club does not attend Senate and Forum meetings, ABG runs the risk of having its budget frozen.

What is the Student Forum?


The Student Forum is the part-time government on campus that is created to represent the part-time students of this College.  The Student Forum meets on Thursdays (once a month) during Common Hour at 5 p.m..  Attached within this folder is a document that lists all scheduled dates, times, and locations of the Student Forum meetings.  Senators from each Club on campus attend these meetings on behalf of their Clubs to receive current information about student life, as well as discuss any issues or other subjects brought up by the other Senators.
